TechPaths:  A Curriculum Mapping System

Printing Lesson Plan Maps
1.
Log into TechPaths.

2.
Open one of your classes from the main screen.

3.
Enter/Edit your weekly map to include:  Unit Name with qualifying text when possible, Content, Skills, Assessment, and Standards (where available).  Reminder:  The unit name must be entered first.  Reminder #2:  Standards are not entered, they are aligned.  To align standards, go to an element such as Content, click on the down arrow next to the specific content you are aligning, select align, and then under the Standards tab, select all standards that apply and save.

4.
Go to Reports.

5.
Under Yearly Map Information, select Landscape Map.

6.
Locate the correct page number that the map you are printing is on.  You can find it in two places – on the upper right-hand corner of the actual map you are seeing at this point OR at the bottom middle of the screen.

7.
Select File, Print from the main menu or click on the appropriate icon in the toolbar BUT DO NOT PRESS OK OR ENTER TO ACTUALLY PRINT YET!
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8.
So you don’t print all the maps for that course, you must select which page to print.  As usual, there are several ways to do this.  Here are two methods:
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Method #1:  If you were seeing the page you needed to print in Adobe before selecting File, Print, you can select under Print Range, Current Page.


Method #2:  If you know the page number you are trying to print, you can enter this page number under the Print Range section where it says Pages From __ to ___.  Enter the correct page number in BOTH of the boxes.  Example:  If you want to print page 3, you would adjust the settings to say Pages From 3 to 3.

9.
Click OK to actually print.

10.
Get your printout from the printer and highlight the Unit Name of the week you are submitting to the Principal.

11.
Hand the paper into your Principal.
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
