Handouts
Session 1: (1 hour)
Introduce students to the idea of the DDS by showing the Dewey Rap that is located at the following website: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=NHiUQb5xg7A 


Discuss the idea of finding items in a large library.  It can be difficult without a system.  Why do we need a classification system in the library? What would the library be like without one? The Dewey Decimal System allow for like subjects to be housed together.  Provide background on Melvil Dewey and how he created the Dewey Decimal System.  Show the link              http://www.nisk.k12.ny.us/birchwood/links/deweydecimal.html#anchor927140

Have students explore each summary area By discussing the different main classes.  Have students select an item from a brown bag.  These items are placed in the bag to represent each of the subject areas.  Have the students locate this area of the library and choose a resource from that area of specification.

Session 2:  (1/2 hour)
Allow students to work in pairs to access the website,  “Exploring the Dewey Decimal System.”   http://www.nisk.k12.ny.us/birchwood/links/deweydecimal.html#anchor927140
This resource will allow students to enhance their understanding of the Dewey Decimal System.    Review the “Let’s Dew It” section of the “Exploring the Dewey Decimal System”  To get a more detailed look at the classification numbers and review how these numbers go from general to more specific.
