LTHS is on the forefront in Pennsylvania regarding STEM
and College and Career Ready readiness, allowing for student exposure to a wide array of coursework within career
interest and post-secondary focus areas. As a result, students have historically achieved at high levels and continue
to be very competitive among other students nationally in a variety of academic areas, including: PSAT/SAT merit
and commended scholars; percentage of students testing in and passing AP exams; and, above average Keystone
Exam scores. A competitive student body, students' work ethic has earned our school accomplishments as a
consistent U.S. News & World Report Best High School recipient, an 86.5% three-year average Pennsylvania School
Performance Profile (SPP) rating, a 2014 recipient of the Governor's School for Excellence in Academics, and a 2014
National Blue Ribbon finalist.

LTHS’s faculty consists of thirty-seven (37) faculty, with twenty-six (26) possessing a Master’s degree or higher.
